MINIMUM NUMBERS 
School group programs are based on groups 

of 10 or more students plus adults. Smaller 

groups can be accommodated but a minimum 

payment of $70/hour is necessary.

Recommended Grades: Pre-K to 3rd 

Cost: $7/student; $12/chaperone; teachers are free.

THE GREAT BALTIMORE FIRE 
Duration: 1 hour 

Recommended Grades: 3rd to 8th 

Cost:$7/student; $12/chaperone; Teachers are free 
 

An introduction to primary sources. Students see 

two vehicles that fought the Great Fire and original 

footage by Thomas A. Edison. They learn about the 

greatest calamity to ever strike Baltimore and how 

17 fire departments from 25 cities fought for 30 

hours to bring the fire under control. 

ADD-ONS 

ELECTRICITY LAB 
Duration: 1 hour 

Recommended Grades: 2nd to 8th 

Cost: $7/student; $12/chaperone; teachers are free. 
 

Students learn how electricity flows through a circuit, 

and build a working telegraph key. Upon 

understanding how telegraphs were used in 

emergencies, groups see the real thing in our working 

Fire Alarm Office.

FIRE RESCUE GAME 
Duration: 1/2 hour 

Recommended Grades: K to 3rd 

Cost: $3/students; adults are free. 
 

An extension of our fire safety 

lesson, this activity invites children 

to wear kid-sized fire gear and 

practice teamwork to “rescue” an 

adult from a “burning building.”  
 

BRUSH FIRE TANK ACTIVITY 
Duration: 1/2 hour 

Recommended Grades:  Pre-K to 3rd 

Cost: $3/students; adults are free. 
 

 Students will be able to operate a real brush fire 

tank that firefighters would use to put out small 

fires in remote areas. Instead of a real fire, students 

will be able to spray water from the tank onto a 

wooden target. A great add-on to any outreach 

activity as well! 
 

LUNCH SPACE OR HALF HOUR 

IN DISCOVERY ROOM 
Cost: $50 Lunch Space, $30 for 30 minutes in 

Discovery Room. 
 

Discovery Room: Students can explore with their 

hands, try on kid-sized firefighter gear, and climb on 

a real fire engine! (Included with the Bucket 

Brigade program) 

 

Lunch Space: With this add-on, your group is able 

to bring their lunch with them and enjoy it at the 

museum at the conclusion of their program! 
 

 

VISITING FIREFIGHTER  
Cost: $50/class or group of up to 30 students. 

Duration: 1/2 hour 
 

Based on availability, a firefighter will visit with 

your group to speak about fire safety, burn 

prevention, firefighter gear and do a demonstration. 

STEM PROGRAMS 

FOREST VS FLAMES  
Duration: 1 hour 

Recommended Grades: 3rd to 12th 

Cost: $7/student; $12/chaperone; teachers are free.

Learn why wildfires start, how they spread so 

quickly, and how firefighters respond to these fires. 

SCIENCE OF FIRE SAFETY 
Duration: 1 hour 

Recommended Grades: 4th to 8th 

Cost: $7/student; $12/chaperone; teachers are free. 
 

This STEM program is all about the science of fire 

itself, different ways to put out a fire, and how to 

stop them from happening in the first place. Discover 

the scientific composition of a fire, why fireworks 

look so cool, and why sometimes water is just more 

fuel for the fire
